Let me begin by 
thanki ng all  of you for the warm 
welcome that Diane and I have received, 
and as you might expect there are a few 
to thank more specifical ly Ð the 
members of the Search Committee who 
represented you so well  as they did the 
diffi cult work of searching for your 
Sixteenth Rector, the Wardens and 
Vestry who together have kept Christ 
Church not just afloat but moving 
forward during a long interim, the 
interims themselves w ho brought their 
own gift s and offerings to share w ith 
you as time allowed, the Self-Study 
Committee w ho produced a Parish 
Profi le to describe your history, mission 
and potential during this important time 
of your life.  Thanks to all  of you w ho 
have worked tirelessly in these varied 
capacities.  Then there are those w ho 
took up the mantle Ð the organizers and 
committees responsible for the 
Celebration of a New Ministry that we 
all enjoyed, the Transition Committee 
that has helped w ith our resettlement 
and welcome, and the professional and 
pastoral staff  w ho have worked so hard 
to bring me on board Ð fast!   
 
In retrospect it was wonderful to begin 
my life w ith you in Holy Week.  I got to 
see you up close at your best and 
busiest.  Taki ng part in the worship of 
those fi rst days helped me to begin to 
connect w ith you in a deep and 
meaningfu l way.  I look forward to  
 

those connections growing over the 
times we are together.  So that brings us 
to NOW. 
 
Now  is that passing moment between 
our history and our potential, and for 
Christ Church, steeped in history and 
brimming w ith potential, NOW is an 
exciting time.  There are lots of plans 
worki ng together toward a great fall 
program.  Here are a few things to 
expectÉ  
 
¥ Beginning September 17 we w ill  

experiment for nine months w ith a 
different sort of schedule for Sunday 
morning.  The first Eucharist of the 
morning will be offered at 7:45 a.m., 
a scant quarter hour earlier than 
now.  This al lows for a full scale 
Christian Education hour for all 
ages to commence at 9:05.  The 
second Eucharist will be delayed 
until 10:15, and we w il l be worki ng 
to trim dow n the time of that service 
to a manageable length.    A second  
“Education Block” will be available 
at 11:30 for special programs, parish 
celebrations and seasonal 
happenings.  YouÕll hear more about 
this schedule in the days and weeks 
to come.  The response to this 
schedule has been over-w helm-ingly 
positive and we hope that the 
experience of it w il l be the same. 

  
¥ Christian Education for Children is 

to become a major focus this fall.  A  
committee of parents and other 
interested adults is working to 
establish up to three rooms of 
ÒGodly Play,Ó and experiential 
approach to Christian Education for 
Children.  They are led by Joyce 
Walker, a member of our 



congregation who brings 20+ years 
of professional Christian Ed 
experience to us.  Thanks, Joyce, for 
the gift  of your time and talent. It 
looks like the fall  is going to be 
wonderful for children at Christ 
Church .  ThereÕs more information 
about this program elsew here in the 
Leaflet. 

 
¥ Vacation Bible School is a time of 

great memories for many of us. Now 
itÕs time to help our children make 
those memories. YouÕll read inside 
about Alewife Deanery’s Vacation 
Bible School which will take place 
Monday through Friday,  August  
21- 25 at Good Shepherd, 
Watertow n.  Our ow n Helen 
McCallum w il l be on staff for the 
week. I am going to volunteer to 
work in that program.  If you are 
interested in volunteering as well , 
please let me know.

ESL at Christ Church – 
 

A Classroom of the Cambridge  
Community Learning Center 

 
On June 22, eleven students and four 
teachers gathered for a year-end good-
bye lunch in Cynthia SunderlandÕs  
Bow doin Street garden.  The day was 
horribly hot, so we al l leaned our faces 
under the large umbrella, a posture 
which lent an unaccustomed intimacy 
and caused a few giggles.  The students 
werenÕt assigned dishes to bring, but on 
this occasion, homework topped 100%! 
They brought Taiwanese barbecued  
 
 
 
 
 
beef, Thai chicken curry, carrot soup, 
green salad, green tea anglefood cake 
and a sweet cous-cous dessert usually 
served to children or surprised guests.  
Many pictures were taken, e-mails 
exchanged, and promises to keep in 
touch were made. 
 

These students Ð from Brazil , Portugal, 
Japan, Taiwan, Germany, Morocco, and 
Haiti Ð spent the autumn months trying 
to get comfortable w ith their teachersÕ 
informal methods, w ith appropriate 
marks of respect for elders vs. 
conversing on an equal level, w ith 
idiomatic language, but most of all  w ith 
the differing situations and conditions 
of their colleagues, digesting tales of a  
Moroccan wedding or horrif ic stories of 
polit ical murder and escape. 
 
They learned English!  While their 
progress was reported to the Cambridge 
Community Learning Center,  more 
than that, these students learned a 
different way of being w here cultural 
notions and prejudices were set aside, 
and total acceptance by elders (rather 
than judgment and censure) was 
recognized and fi nally appreciated.  But 
perhaps most important of al l, engulfed 
in bald-faced Am erican-style 
hospital ity, their optimism about being 
able to make it in a tough world seemed 
not at all a mere dream.

Group decided to explore using 
Godly Play as the core program for 
children from age four through the 
elementary years.  Wi th the support 
of and practical help from the 
congregation, as many as three 
classes could be underway in 
September. 
 
Godly Play, developed by Episcopal 
priest Jerome Berryman, based on the 
work of Maria Montessori, offering 
experiential learning in the sacred 
stories of our faith.  Using wooden 
figures and other art work, the 
teacher/ story-teller draw s chi ldren into 
the story so that they can absorb and 
remember the Biblical  
events.  A time for questioning and 
ÒwonderingÓ helps each youngster to 
make the Scripture tale his or her ow n.  
Godly Play is used in hundreds of 
 
Episcopal churches around the country, 
and now Christ Church has the 
opportunity to become a part of this 
growing movement in Christian 
education for chi ldren.  To get a Godly 
Play program underway takes 
creativity, energy and time, all  of w hich 
are in abundance at Christ Church.
