Christ Church in Zimbabwe

For the past three years, the Christ
Church Mission Committee has been
helping women and children in seven
villagesin rural Zimbabwe. We have
paid school tuitions for 196 orphans
whose parents died of AIDS. We have
paid these tuitions by selling at our
Christmas Fair baskets made by the



generous motherswho took the orphans
into their own families. The mothers
created their own foundation BZienzele
Pwhich they say means (Do It
Yourself.O

In October, the Mission Committee had
an update on Zienzele by our American
contact Nancy Clark, who drove down
from Vermont to brief us. One
thousand AIDSorphans are going to
school in Masvingo Province because
the 250 Zienzele women have sold
enough baskets not only to pay tuitions,
but to buy uniformsfrom the Zienzele
sewing group. Therewas a small
surplus last year, so the women lent
money to awoman to put adown
payment on a new sewing machine.
This handling of their surplus means
that the women understand that money
coming into the Zienzele foundation is
to be spent for community projects and
isnot theirsto pocket individually.

Despite the success of Zienzele, the
continued drought has brought
conditions somew here between hunger
and starvation. Four children died of
starvation in thelast six months, and 52
orphans are new heads of families.
Zienzele has decided to give special
attention to these child-headed families.
Every other month Zienzele sendsthese
families a box with oil, cornmeal, peanut
butter, and donated clothes and shoes.
Am erican families can now CadoptOone
of these child-headed families for $200 a
year. You can send picturesand letters,
and receive letters back from the
children, who write very well. We can
send contributions through Nancy
Clark, who will hand carry checks and
shoes to Zimbabwein April.

Jim Clark, Nancy® husband and an
engineer, hastried to addressthe
drought by enlisting village men to run

irrigation pipes from a half-built dam
not far away. The men, however, have
not mustered the same kind of self-
determination asthe women. Perhaps
they believe the disinformation put out
by Mugabe® henchmen Bthat the
United States and Britain have seeded
the cloudsto cause therainsto fall
outside of Zimbabw e® boundaries.

Zienzeleisabright spot far away from
Zimbabw e@ capital of Harare. The
Mission Committee will send $5,000
beyond the basket money to the women
and children in Masvingo Province, to
be carried by the Clarks in the spring. If

longer noticed.

Although the article is obviously
intended to promote Schoenstein, it is
wonderful publicity for Christ Church.
The Ameican Organist isthe most widely
read publication in the international
organ and choral community. Heather
Wiley has posted the article on the
Capital Campaign noticeboard in the
Main Lobby for all to enjoy.

This December, we enjoyed a glorious
Advent and Christmas, enhanced by
magnificent music and traditions old
and new. A special thank you to David
and Suzanne Smith for continuing a
Christ Church tradition called ONhen
Christmas Hurts.O This moving service,
whichislay led, providesan
opportunity for those for whom
Christmas can be a difficult time to meet
in a prayerful experiencethat is deeply
moving.

It may have been awarm December, but
the chill blasts are still out there. Aswe
reported previously, our old boiler has
received extensive repairs so we can
keep the church and parish hall
properly heated for the next 18 months.
We have engaged a design engineer
who will be laying out optionsfor a
new, high-efficiency heating system that

will not only lower our annual
operating costs, but also reducethe
emissions load that we create. As part
of this effort, we plan to refit the single
glazed windows in the parish hall and
offi ces, and to explore the feasibility of
photo-voltaic panels on the parish hall
roof and of a ground-transfer well. The
new system should be operating by fall
2008. Stay tuned for further information
on this significant modernization of our
physica plant.

Your Wardens are delighted to report
our joy in working with our new Rector,
Joe. Hisenergy and hisvision are
inspiring to us and, judging from the
reports that we receive each week, many
of you. God works in wonderful ways
and has given usasuperb leader aswe
re-envision Christ Church for the 21st
Century. Thanksto all of you who have
stepped forward to assist Jee, and the
offi ce, during this exciting new time.
