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Letter from the Rector  
 
Did you ever pick up an old piece of jewelry and see something new in it for the first 
time? Or step into a well-known garden and find it a place of new surprises?  Have you 
ever been surprised by seeing a new facet to an old friend that you’d never noticed 
before?   
 
I am enjoying our current study of Scripture in Adult Ed more than I ever expected.  It 
reminds me that one of the treasures of scripture is that it continues to reveal new truths 
to us every time we read and study, just like seeing that new face in an old friend. For 
instance, I am learning that Matthew is not the dry and “teachy” gospel that labors on in 
its speeches and lacks the motion and immediacy of its biblical neighbor, Mark.  What I 
find in this pass through the book is new insight into what the writer of Matthew was 
saying about the man Jesus, whom he believed to be the Christ.  

 
Matthew is writing to Jews who lived in Palestine, the very people who shared the streets 
and synagogues with Jesus.  Many of his readers or their parents may have had some 
casual contact with Jesus in his preaching tours across the district of Galilee.  But 
Matthew is filling in the blanks, coloring in the shadowed spaces and describing a Jesus 
that few had experienced in the flesh.  He comes to his story of Jesus believing that, in 
this unpretentious Galilean, God changes the world forever, even the world of the Jews.  
For Matthew, Jesus is the utter fulfillment of the law. And those laborious passages from 
seminary study that invariably include the passage, “Is it not written…,” now come to be 
points from the old covenant that give shape and understanding to the life of the preacher 
who had no place to lay his head.  So, we are left with a picture of Jesus that keeps 
urging us to look at how he lived, in stark contrast to how the scribes and Pharisees 
droned on about ritual purity and eating dinner with all the right people. 



Matthew’s Jesus challenges us to be careful about the way we live in relationship with others.  No longer is the 
loving thing superseded by the letter of the law.  This man, who embodies the Torah, does the unthinkable.  He eats 
with sinners, touches the unclean, heals on the Sabbath, forgets to scold his disciples when they harvest on the 
Sabbath and forgives the sins of others just because they ask.  Imagine how that image of “Messiah” came into 
conflict with what the people were expecting.  It’s hard to grasp.  But even from this place so far away and so long 
since, there can be no mistaking that Matthew’s Jesus was more interested in people than in politics and more 
invested in relationship than in ritual.  He wasn’t much on creature comforts either, the ones we take for granted or 
even expect as some sort of entitlement or birthright.  He didn’t care much about the smooth running of society, “Let 
the dead bury the dead” but he was present to those who were close to him in a way that they would never forget.  In 
what seems like a morning’s walk, he raises Peter’s mother in law from a terrible illness, heals a woman who 
touches his garment in a boldness that overshadows her fear of reproach, and raises the daughter of a synagogue’s 
leader from the dead. 

 
Matthew’s Jesus expects a lot from his disciples, he sends them almost immediately into the countryside as 
missioners of this new good news.  He expects that they will have a difficult time of it, here and there, but reminds 
them not to get bogged down in those who reject them and to focus always on the hearts that God is touching 
through their work.  He sends them out on the road, packed light, leaving extra things behind in favor of the work 
ahead. And these followers, who had seen him calm the storm, heal the sick, and walk the sea; they can hardly give 
enough of their lives for Jesus and his cause.  As he sends them out he redefines what it is to be faithful to the law.  
“Do to others as you would have them do to you, for that is the law and the prophets.”  No shrinking violet, this 
teacher, who would turn on the religious of his day with titles like “brood of vipers” and “white washed graves”, 
redefines the whole of Torah as God’s instruction to be people of love and respect.

A Church MusicianÕs Sabbatical  
 
After 23 years of working with the calling of a church musician, the opportunity for a five-month sabbatical offered 
almost limitless possibilities for learning and inspiration.  I have witnessed, over the years, that the art of choral 
conducting is far more dependent on rehearsal technique than actual conducting technique.  Integrating many of my 
personal practice techniques into the Choir Room has been part of my own development as a director, and a large 
part of my career to date has been spent in training positions where I could watch some of the world’s leading choral 
conductors at work.  This year I have had the time to expand this experience.  A few of the highlights are described 
here. 
 
The first major study trip included a week in the company of Stephen Layton, Director of Music at Trinity College, 
Cambridge, England.  The stimulus of the week in Cambridge was the fusion of the Service of Musical Meditation 
on Passion Sunday, dinner at High Table, and a plethora of world-class musical events around the University.  Mr. 
Layton is also the founding director of Polyphony, a London-based professional choir, who are, for my time, the best 
choir in the world.  I observed Polyphony from first rehearsal through a spectacular performance in the Barbican 
Centre of Bach’s Johannus-Passion that had been sold out for months.  The orchestra was the Academy of Ancient 
Music and the soloists’ names have lived in my CD collection for decades.  Stephen’s third group, The Holst 
Singers, was preparing Bach’s Messe en h-moll.  This experience was invaluable in terms of seeing various groups 
preparing music to the highest level. 
 
Another trip included a week in residence at Westminster Abbey.  Here, I spent time with each of the organists, 
attended rehearsals and services, and enjoyed a perfect view from my reserved seat in the High Chancellor’s stall.  It 
was fascinating to see the daily routine and discipline, as well as the infrastructure and resources that make such a 
busy ministry so successful.  James O’Donnell, Organist and Master of the Choristers, nominated this particular 
week since it included Ascension Day and the first occasion of the choirs from Westminster Abbey and Westminster 
Cathedral joining for a service at the cathedral. 
 
During these two trips to England, I added visits to many other famous people and places.  A few junctures stand out 
for mention here: rehearsal and Evensong at King’s College, Cambridge, and a meeting with the Director of Music, 
Stephen Cleobury; a meeting of minds and music with composer Antony Baldwin (who has appeared on our music 
list) to exchange pieces, and to discuss choral and church issues, at the American Church in London; playing at the 
Temple Church (famous to church musicians due to the incomparable recordings and accompaniments of George 
Thalben-Ball, but now known to the tourist world because of The Da Vinci Code); meeting with the Director of 
Music and playing at the University Church, Great St. Mary’s, Cambridge. 
 
Three visits to Princeton, New Jersey, featured interviews with the Director of Music at Trinity Church, Tom 
Whittemore, who has become a legend in developing large-scale foundations that offer scholarships to choristers, 
networking programs between institutions, and growing communities in extraordinary ways.  There was time to ask 
plenty of questions and to get inside the thought processes and connections required to implement such visionary 
innovations. 
 
I found occasions for visiting many other churches and cathedrals from China to Canada, and Paris to Missouri, with 
opportunities to worship from the Nave, the choir stalls, the conductor’s podium, and the organ bench, but never 
more than one at a time.  I sought occasions to scrutinize and discuss logistics and liturgy, bulletin design and 
production, rehearsal technique, choir facilities, office facilities, funding and budgetary considerations.  Everyone 
does it differently, and all have lessons to teach.  I also engaged in a little organ consultation and composed descants 
on request for several parishes. 
 
 



A few books and papers that I had been saving for this sabbatical time are worth mentioning.  The latest book on 
music engraving updated me on all the industry’s techniques for publication-quality use of music notation software 
and desktop publishing; these techniques are used weekly at Christ Church as I prepare scores and documents for the 
choirs and bulletins; it was also useful for completing a long-term project of converting shorthand scribble into type-
set accompaniments for the 80+ descants I have composed since arriving at Christ Church (publishers are expressing 
interest in these, so it was time!).  A book of the writings of Alice Parker provided unique glimpses into her 
distinctive views on singing and teaching music.  An article on the value, well-being and nurturing of volunteers in 
non-profit organizations studied long-term benefits to everyone involved. 
 
I have always cherished the mind-opening benefits of travel.  In the past 5 months, I clocked up 80,000 miles of air 
travel, with a few trains and roads in between.  Moments of enlightenment typically came at the least expected times: 
my first interview with the Organist at Westminster Abbey revealed all kinds of insights into the daily politics of 
working happily in the Church; a session at the Regional Convention of the American Choral Directors’ Association 
in Hartford inspired a whole new thought process, in the months since then, on how to launch each season’s 
rehearsals with the Youth Choir, and how to build on those particular foundations; conversations while staying with 
friends overseas (to minimize costs) illustrated ways of adapting local life to be more outward looking; an invitation 
to spend a day training deacons in the Diocese of Massachusetts transpired as an unexpected reflection on how 
musicians and clergy might work together in new ways. 
 
Other musical work over the past months has included preparation and performance in concert as well as preliminary 
work and preparation for a CD recording later this summer.  It was very flattering to be engaged by Pro Organo and 
to hear that Schoenstein would especially like me to make my next recording on one of their instruments.  A large, 
110-rank organ in Lincoln, Nebraska, will be the medium.  For this project, I have worked on transcribing orchestral 
music for organ, learning some new organ music, and polishing up some music already in my repertoire, all selected 
especially for the symphonic instrument at hand and its acoustical environment. 
 
Part of ‘the sabbatical deal’ was to include some study and some leisure.  While I underestimated the amount of time 
necessary to organize so much informal study, there was still some leisure time left.  A vacation with family and 
friends in Australia started my time away, and a second “surprise” trip for my parents’ 50th wedding anniversary 
managed to stay a secret all the way to their driveway in Sydney.  We undertook some more work on our house and 
garden in Lynn, and enjoyed entertaining many friends.  Shorter trips to Florida and California kept the sun shining 
while New England was frozen, and served to bring me home refreshed for the planning and recruitment seasons 
ahead. 
 
None of this prepared me for the happy faces and cheering when I returned to the organ bench on Sunday, June 1.  I 
am grateful to Buffy Gray and Lauren Lukason, who kept the music ministry running so smoothly until my return — 
they will both be missed — and  to all who supported me through the preparation and time away.    Thank you!

Late-breaking News from Zimbabwe   
 
Good and bad news from Zimbabwe reached us in the last few days. Families in the seven rural villages that Christ 
Church parishioners have been supporting are doing better than people in the cities, where opponents of President 
Mugabe are easier to isolate and harass.  
 
Fifteen hundred AIDS orphans in the villages are now in school, in uniform, because Christ Church and other New 
Englanders have bought baskets made by the brave mothers who took AIDS orphans into their families. These 
mothers don't want hand-outs to pay school tuitions, so they make baskets, each one signed by the woman who made 
it, and send them with Nancy and Jim Clark to New England to be sold. 
 
Nevertheless, the number of families headed by a child, some as young as ten, have increased from 55 to 71. The 
Clarks, with funds funneled through the 18 year old Zienzele Foundation, give direct support to these children in the 
form of cornmeal, oil, and shoes. 
 
Sending boxes to the villages has become difficult. The United States has stopped shipping there by sea, so 44 boxes 
of shoes and clothing were sent by air at the cost of $110 a box. Monies from the sale of baskets must now be sent to 
a bank in South Africa and picked up by Prisca N., the founder of Zienzele. At last contact, Prisca had had nothing to 
eat for two and a half days. The Clarks are considering sending boxes of food, but several days ago trucks of NGO 
food aid were confiscated on the roadway and diverted to supporters of Robert Mugabe. 
 
Until now, Prisca has not worried about losing teachers in the villages. Many teachers in the cities have been 
abducted or beaten or had their houses burned because they oppose Mugabe. Violence against teachers is just 
beginning in the rural areas. Prisca recommended that Nancy Clark cancel her trip in April to teach AIDS prevention 
workshops in the seven Zienzele villages because white people can no longer travel in safety. 
 
When the Mission Committee hung up the phone with Jim Clark ten days ago, we voted immediately to send an 
extra $5,000 to Zienzele. While food, clothing, and travel are problematic in Zimbabwe, money still seems to be 
getting through safely. 
  
By the time this report is published, elections in Zimbabwe will be over. Violence may abate or may break out 
anew.  Pray for Prisca and her old truck to pick up our funds in the bank in South Africa. Pray for the mothers who 
take AIDS orphans into their families. Pray for the village teachers to keep their jobs, their health, and their houses.

Through generous and faithful participation of parishioners, we have been able to provide a steady flow of travel-
size toiletries, seasonally appropriate clothing and shoes, umbrellas and rain gear, new coats for winter, ready-to-
move-in basic household baskets, gift cards and cash, as well as the cooking of lunch, which several people do.  In 
the fall, one or more tables are usually filled by parishioners and their guests at the annual dinner that is the principal 
fund raiser of the year.
